
Unit 1 Performance Task

Resilience Grade 8
Essential questions: How can the human spirit manage to triumph?  Is resilience learned or innate?  How do personal trials test the depth of our resilience?

Use the following information to think about and answer the essential questions:
The themes we will be discussing throughout this unit include resilience, colonialism, oppression, racism, identity and indigenous peoples’ struggles to keep their languages, cultural practices, values, and spirituality intact in the face of colonialism and prejudice.

Use what you have learned throughout this unit to research and create a poster about an individual American Indian who made heroic efforts to save, teach, and use their indigenous language for the benefit of others.  Your poster should focus on one of the themes addressed throughout this unit, as well as the American Indian or Indians you have chosen.  
For example, you can research a code talker from a different tribe, a native language instructor, an indigenous cultural leader, or an American Indian veteran of a different war.  

Your poster should contain the following:

Name of person and tribal affiliation of person who is the subject of the poster

At least 2 nonfiction resources demonstrating where you learned your information

A quote and/or an illustration

Two full paragraphs of text telling about the main ideas of your topic

At least one resource where other students can learn more about the topic
